Ellen Van Laarõs vivid paintings fill both Alberta House galleries 

during February, injecting bright colors and an exciting sense of mo-

tion into the muted February landscape.  There is much contrast in 

this exhibit ñin painting size, in color range and in subject matter.  

The visitorõs eye will be captured immediately by the four, very large 

murals depicting the stages of our lives, and remain to peruse about 

sixty 5 x 7ó paintings of the Ontario landscape along Lake Superior.
