The four women whose work fills both galleries in October have more 

in common than their ability to draw the human form.  All four have 

solid academic credentials and are multi -media, although Meegan 

Flannery and Maureen Mousley strongly favor oils, while Diana 

Blazekõs preferred medium is pastels.  Diana Grenier has won nu-

merous awards for her pastel paintings and also paints in oils and 

sculpts.  These women are experienced, committed and versatile art-

ists who have all exhibited in Alberta House previously, both in juried 

shows and in solo and dual exhibits.  They have all have won more awards 

than itõs practical to relate.  They all live in and love the northland.  

Maureen Mousley lives in Sault Ste. Marie, Diana Grenier in Hessel, Mee-

gan Flannery in Marquette and Diana Blazek in Thessalon, Ontario.   

All the artists live near the water but it shows up more often in the work of 

the two Dianas, Blazek and Grenier, who  are masterful painters of the wa-

ters that surround them.  Blazek has many portraits of children playing in 

or close to water.  Grenierõs many paintings of the Les Cheneaux area are 

necessarily focused on the water and on the pleasure boats the area is fa-

mous for.  While Blazek includes the beautiful surroundings of the Thessa-

lon area as background, her focus is on the person, most often a child ñshe 

favors portrait above all,  In this particular show the focus is on  figures 

and forms, but as a usual rule, the other three women generally paint a 

wide variety of subject matter based on what catches their interest at the 

time.  With Grenier it may well be a grandchild but it is as often the many 

water views and boats of the Les Cheneaux area, recorded in startling real-

ismñanother thing she and Blazek have in common.  Their portraits are 

not of just any generic 

child but of a very 

particular child.  

Meegan Flannery 

paints whatever makes an impression on her.  Often itõs an ani-

malñshe has some striking, large paintings of moose, bears and 

wolvesñbut she is also intrigued by vestiges of the past, such as 

abandoned mines, mills and dumps, and she records passing 

scenes and activities, as well as the people in her life.  All are ren-

dered in broad, bold strokes and colors.  

Maureen Mousley favors strong colors and broad strokes as well.  

She is eclectic with a capital òEó, painting local landmarks, fields 

and woods, trees and skies, flowers and rocks.  Lately fish have

istic fish in her paintings ñfish even peeking out of the corner of an abstract in last monthõs exhibit. 

A perusal of the body of work of any of these artists, shows a command not only of forms, but of everything they choose to 

paint, and this isnõt surprising, because it seems that, in a sense, a mammal may be the most difficult of all things to 

paint realistically, and if an artist has mastered that art, she is home free in a sense ñeverything else is a piece of cake.
